                 Requirements for Criminal Records Check. (C.R.B.)

In order to complete the first CRB clearance, or renew an existing CRB clearance (after three years), the following documentation must be presented at a monthly Members’ meeting.

For the first clearance, the forms are available at any monthly Members’ meeting.

For renewals, a blank form will be sent from the R.F.U. along with the reminder.

The following combinations of evidence may be presented.

1. Passport and Driving Licence. (If new type with photograph, both parts).

2. Passport and Birth Certificate.

3. Passport and Marriage Certificate.

4. Driving Licence and Birth Certificate

5. Driving Licence and Marriage Certificate

If you you have all four certificates, even better.

Additionally: A copy of  a recent utility bill, addressed to the premises declared as your current address elsewhere on the C.R.B form. (Mobile telephone bills are not acceptable).

Plus: Your National Insurance Number.

Please note that the whole process of obtaining clearance to work with children is currently being reviewed by the Governmant. The CRB process will form a part of the revised procedure: so it is recommended that your CRB clearance is both current and valid prior to the introduction of the proposed “Vetting and Barring Scheme”, which may be introduced in the near future.
